Immunogen: Recombinant human Cyclophilin B (26-216aa) purified from E. coli

Isotype: Mouse IgG1 heavy chain and  light chain

Clone: Anti-human Cyclophilin B mAb, clone k2E2, is derived from hybridization of mouse FO myeloma cells with spleen cells from BALB/c mice immunized with a recombinant human Cyclophilin B protein. 
Description: Cyclophilin B (also known as PPIB, peptidylpropyl isomerase B) is a cyclosporine-binding protein and is mainly located within the endoplasmic reticulum. It is associated with the secretory pathway and released in biological fluids. This protein can bind to cells derived from T- and B-lymphocytes, and may regulate cyclosporine A-mediated immunosuppression. Cyclophilin B is necessary for the prolactin-induced proliferation, cell growth, and the nuclear retrotransport of prolactin.
Concentration: 1mg/ml
Form: Liquid. In Phosphate-Buffered Saline (pH 7.4) with 0.1% Sodium Azide

Preparation and Storage: The antibody was purified from mouse ascitic fluids by protein-G affinity chromatography. Can be stored at 4℃ for up to one month, but store at -20℃ for long term storage. Avoid repeated freezing and thawing cycles.

Usage: The antibody has been tested by ELISA and Western blot analysis to assure specificity and reactivity. Since application varies, however, each investigation should be titrated by the reagent to obtain optimal results. Recommended dilution range for Western blot analysis is 1:1,000 ~ 1:2,000.

Recommended starting dilution is 1:1,000.

Cell lysates of HepG2(30ug) and HeLa(30ug) were resolved by SDS-PAGE, transferred to NC membrane and probed with anti-human Cyclophilin B (1:1,000). Proteins were visualized using a goat anti-mouse secondary antibody conjugated to HRP and an ECL detection system.
